It tells the system how many floors are most likely in the home, the
window types generally associated with it, construction practices, architect’s and builder’s fees, etc.

e2Value’s Architectural Style list is often intimidating if you are unfamiliar with architectural styles. However, there
is an easy approach to determining the architectural style of the home you are estimating:

1. Ask your homeowner what style of home they have. Nine times out of ten, the homeowner
knows the style.

2. If the homeowner doesn’t know the style and you know what the house looks like, start by
comparing it to some of the common architectural styles in the U.S.:
